WC Drop-Valve leakage
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This graph is from Bournemouth and West Hampshire Water. On investigating excessive water bills on some properties in 2007, they found the culprit to be the push-button operated ‘duel-flush’ toilets, which ALL have drop-valves in their cisterns. Leakage rates of 15-30 litres per person per day have been in US textbooks for decades, where ALL they have ever had is ‘valve flushing’ toilets. If Britain does go ‘all valve flushing’, we will have to find an additional 5-10% MORE water, just to make up for the leakage, costing consumers from £800 million to £1,600 million a year. 
‘Push-button’, ‘dual-flush’ toilets are the biggest Trojan horse of water saving ever. Do not fit them unless you like throwing your money down the pan.
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
